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Declaration of Principies

(1990)

This Declaration of Principles is contained in an abstract published by the Official Diary of March 30, 1990, which in turn was signed on March 8, 1990 in the Notary of Santiago Kamel Saquel Zaror, complemented by public writings of March 15 and 23, respectively. The Central Provisional Board of the PS of  Chile (United), signatory of such documents, was headed by Osvaldo Paul Lagos Puccio, President; Francisco Javier Fernandez Fredes, as General Secretary; and Ernesto Galaz Cañas, as Treasurer. Establishing as common domicile, in this epoch, Agustinas 853, office 1015, Santiago.

“The socialism is the fullest expression of democracy. In such a virtue, the Socialist Party of Chile proclaims his strong will to always contribute towards the defense and to the constant development of the democracy.

 The Socialists base the legitimacy of his democratic vocation on his historical struggle for the rights of his people to the freedom and to the justice and on his contributions to the development of the political and social democracy of our mother land.  

For the socialists of Chile, the unit of the socialism and the democracy are based on its permanent and supreme aspiration to obtain the equality and the freedom of all the human beings, considering illegitimate to sacrifice one based on the other. 

The Socialists fight against all form of oppression and make of the emancipation and the equality of opportunities of  women and men of the land, without exclusions, the nucleus of their idea of freedom. They reject, consequently, the egoistic and excluding behaviors that the logic of the capitalist system imposes to the human beings. 

Democracy, for the Socialists, is the political system that must assure the coexistence between the diverse actors of society and to induce, therefore, the development of the values of solidarity and the citizen participation in all the spheres of the social life. 

Coherent with it, the Socialist Party of Chile carries out its political action respecting to those who dissents from their ideas, advocating the democratic resolution of the conflicts of interests and ideas and rejecting the violence as a way to impose a certain political project. The democratic political regime is not, therefore, a simple form of administration of the existing order, but the route for its own transformation as well as of the structure of the property in which it rests, in order to open it to the progressive participation of the citizens and the social, political and cultural organizations in all the spheres of the national life. 

In the Socialist Party of Chile different expressions of freedom and transforming thought come together from the contemporary world, inserted all in the critical matrix of the capitalist society. So, in his sine converge the Marxist thought enriched and rectified by all the scientific and social advances, with the best humanists traditions and with values of solidarity and freedom of the Christian message”
